On the following pages I have provided a Purpose, a Prayer Focus and the lyrics for each stage of the 

presentation to help direct your prayers. Feel free to add your own prayers to these. Put these pages in a 

prominent place where every pray-er can, if they desire, read them as they pray. 

 

One person should assume the position of Prayer Team Leader. This person can read the Purpose and 

Prayer Focus sentences from each Prayer Page as the program progresses and so lead the team in 

concerted prayer. 

 

Here are some guidelines to help make the prayer team and prayer time more powerful; 

 

 - Pray together. Jesus said that the power of prayer was increased when we agreed together. 

Don’t be a lone ranger! 

 

 - Share the light. Let more than one lead in prayer. God will place different concerns on His 

people. Let the one with a concern for a specific topic be the one to pray aloud. 

 

 - Be mindful of your fellow pray-ers. Put your prayer habits (ie., pacing, shouting, jumping, 

singing, etc.) in the context of the group. Don’t let your style become a distraction. 

 

 - Talk to God. Conversations between pray-ers should be kept short and tightly focused on the 

subject of the prayer time. 

 

 - Be joyful! His yoke is easy and His burden is light. Pray seriously with joy.

- When people enter the auditorium, we want to pray that God will open their hearts to His touch 

and give us favor in their eyes before we even begin the program. There is a 2 minute video countdown 

during which the lights will come down and attention will be focused on the stage.

 - Open Hearts to God’s Loving Voice. 

 

 - No Distractions in the Auditorium. 

 

 - Freedom for the Holy Spirit to move among us. 

 

 - Our Enemy’s Wiles to be Ineffective. 

 

 - Bob to be Prepared in Every Way. 

 

 - For the Technical Crew & Equipment.

PURPOSE: 
 

- After the countdown, the video will begin. Since this is the true story of my spiritual odyssey, 

the characters who have influenced me are introduced- My Dad, an orphan, my Mom, a Southern lady, 

my mentor, Rev. Earl Johnson, who died of pancreatic cancer in January, 2004, my wife, Cindy. Each of 

these people are referenced later in the songs.

 - For Those Battling Disease. 

 

 - For Those Who Have Experienced a Recent Loss of a Loved One or Friend. 

 

 - That God Will Bring Each To Mind Later in the Program. 



3. Testimony 
 

 

PURPOSE: 
 

- Each life is full of both the sacred and the secular. We are good and bad, righteous and sinful. 

The true testimony of our lives is that God loves us through it all. This is when I first appear on stage. 

 

PRAYER FOCUS:  
 

 - For Favor as I Enter the Stage. 

 

 - For Awareness of Sin. 

 

 - To Know That God Loves Sinners. 

 

 - For a Hunger to Know and See the Power of God in Each Life.

Come to the ceremony, make a sacrifice

 - For a Willingness to Surrender to God. 

 

 - That God’s Love will Shine Through. 

 

He’s a fighter, he’s a fighting man 

Come see the fighter, come see the fighting man

I’m fighting you ‘cause I’m a fighter

PRAYER FOCUS:

 - For an Awareness that God Searches for Each of Us. 

 

 - For Willing Hearts to Abandon Themselves to God.
